Dr Zhang is a Professor of Chinese and Director of the Centre for Modern Languages in
Richmond, the American International University in London. He is a vice president of the
European Association of Chinese Teaching (EACT/AEEC) and an honorary fellow of the
Chartered Institute of Linguistics. Professor Zhang has taught languages for many years,
during which he has also managed projects related to Chinese language learning and
teaching, including the first EU co-funded European Benchmarking Chinese Language
Project (EBCL), which he coordinated between Nov 2010 and Oct 2011. Professor Zhang
previously was the Director of SOAS Language Centre, University of London and the Director
of London Confucius Institute, the first Cl in the UK. He served as the Chair of British Chinese
Language Teaching Association (BCLTS) between 2006 and 2008 and is currently on its
advisory board. Professor Zhang has researched and published on language policy, language
learning and teaching, teacher training, intercultural communications and cross cultural
business management. He is the author of a number of books, including Chinese language
textbooks, of which Chinese in Steps series won the Outstanding International Chinese
Teaching Material Award in December 2010.
